(4) Compile a list of newspapers endorsing which need
standard letters and which never received telegrams.

(5) Compile a list of newspapers which need customized
letters.

(6) Indicate those newspapers for which we have the text
of the editorials. I think it would be good to have
someone placed in charge of rounding up the editorials
we do not have for our files.

If either of you has any alternate course to suggest, I'd
want to know about it fairly shortly since Friday is my last
day officially here, although I'll certainly be glad to lend
a hand whenever I can as needed.
