Immediate signature is recommended. Legislative branch
spokesmen have requested that you approve the enrolled
resolution as early as possible in order to expedite bid
acceptance procedures. Prospective contractors have been
asked four times to extend the date for acceptance of
their bids. The current extension expires on March 10,
1976.

Purpose

The enrolled resolution provides a total of $33,000,000
to complete the James Madison Memorial Building to be used
by the Library of Congress.

An administrative provision included in the resolution
upgrades the title and salary of the Senate's Deputy
Sergeant at Arms and Doorkeeper but involves no increased
appropriations.

Agency Recommendation

Office of Management and Budget Approval

Discussion

Construction of the James Madison Memorial Building began
in February, 1971, with a limit of $90 million established
for the total cost of the project. Because of numerous



delays throughout the history of the project--the most
recent due to debate over the possible use of portions
of the building as additional office space for the House
of Representatives~-estimates of the total cost of the
project have risen to $123 million.

Previous appropriations made $90 million available for
the building's construction. This enrolled resolution
provides the additional $33 million required for the
project's final construction phase: interior finishing
and related work.

While this supplemental appropriation will not affect

1976, transition quarter, or 1977 outlays, it will increase
estimated 1978 outlays by $20 million, 1979 outlays by

$10 million, and 1980 outlays by $3 million.

Recommendation

The President's approval of appropriation measures con-
taining funds only for the legislative branch has been
considered pro forma. I recommend that, as requested by
legislative branch spokesmen, you sign the enrolled
resolution as soon as possible.

INTLATIONARY TMPACT STATEMENT

Clause 2(1) (4) of rule XI of the House of Representatives requires
that each committee report on a bill or resolution shall contain a
statement as to whether enactment of such bill or resolution may have
an inflationary impact on prices and costs in the operation of the
national economny.

It 1s estimated that the appropriation of $33,000,000 for the comple-
tion of the Library of Congress James Madison Memorial Building
will have a minimal overall inflationary impact on prices and costs in
the operation of the national economy. The superstructure and exterior
of the building have been substantially completed. With the funds
recommended 1n the accompanying resolution a total of $77 ,963,600
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(including $44.963.600 in previously anpropriated and unobligated

moneys) will be available for phase IV interior and related work

which remains to be contracted and performed. The total availability
is projected for expenditure during fiseal years 1976 through 1980 and
it 1s estimated that emploviment by the construction contractor and
subeontractors will average around 500 during the greater portion.of
that period of time.

HISTORY OF PROJECT

The Library of Congress James Madison Memorial Building was
authorized by Public Taw 89-260, approved October 19, 1965. at a
Iimit of cost of £75.000,000, which was subsequently increased to
$90.000.,000 by Public Law 91-214. approved March 16, 1970. The full
amount of these authorizations has heen appropriated. A total of
$45.036,400 has been obligated and expended as of Jannary 1. 1976;
leaving an unobligated balance of $44.963.600. To complete the project,
based on competitive bids received for the final stage of construction
work and other required projected expenditures. the Architect of the
(Capitol now estimates that an increase of $33,000,000 in the authorized
limit of cost and an additional appropriation in that amount are
required. The additional authorization is contained in IL.R. 11645
which was reported by the House Comiittee on Public Works and
Transportation on February 4, 1976, and passed by the House on
February 17, 1976. st

The seemingly inordinate delay in the construction of the project
stems from a number of reasons. The original authorizing legislation,
which contemplated a $75,000,000 building, required clearances and
approvals from numerous groups, both Congressional and nongovern-
mental. An initial appropriation of $500,000 for planning was made
in fiscal year 1966. Funds requested for plans and specifications in
fiscal years 1968 and 1969 were denied without prejudice due'to the
budget situation at that time. An appropriation of $2,800,000 was
made in fiscal year 1970 for that purpose “* * * contingent’ upon
enactment of legislation adjusting the limit of cost of the proj-
ect * * * to reflect projected escalated construction costs required to
complete the project on the basis of preliminary plans heretofore
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approved by the Committee and Commissions designated in such Act.”
Legislation was enacted on March 16, 1970, as noted above, setting
the total cost at $90,000,000. The regular Legislative Branch Appro-
priation Bill, 1971 contained $15,610,000 for excavation and footings,
foundation, mat, walls up to the first floor, and stone for the super-
structure.

In
fiscal year 1977 leased space is projected to increase to 905,000 square
feet at a cost of $6,800,000. The new building will provide a total of
1.400,000 square feet of usable space. The Committee is of the opinion
that all leased space, other than special facilities for the storage of
nitrate film and certain warehousing and catalog distribution services
at the Washington Navy Yard, should be relinquished on completion
of the new building.

Making supplemental appropriations for the Legislative Branch for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1976, and for other purposes.

Resolved by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the following sums are
appropriated, out of any money in the Treasury not otherwise appro-
priated, for the fiscal year ending June 30, 191;6, and for other pur-
poses, namely :

SENATE

ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISION

(a) The Sergeant at Arms and Doorkeeper may fix the compensa-
tion of the Procurement Officer, Auditor, and Deputy Sergeant at
Arms at not to exceed $39,909 per annum. This subsection does not
supersede (1) any provision of an order of the President pro tempore
of the Senate authorizing a higher rate of compensation, and (2) any
authority of the President pro tempore to adjust the rate of compen-
sation referred to in this subsection under section 4 of the Federal
Pay Comparability Act of 1970.

(b) Subsection (a) shall take effect on January 1, 1976, and, notwith-
standing any other provision of law, any increase in compensation
made under authority of such subsection may take effect on that date
or any date thereafter as prescribed by the Sergeant at Arms and

Doazkee&ana.tthe time of making such increase. )
(c) Effective on the date of the enactment of this resolution the title
of the Procurement Officer, Auditor, and Deputy Sergeant at Arms is
changed to Deputy Sergeant at Arms and Doorkeeper.
