SUBJECT: 	 Your request for suggestions for t he Pr esident's "Acceptance 
Speech" 

1. The President's acceptance speech might step off in t one and mood 
from the two outstanding speeche s he delivered in August, 1974. 

2. The speech s hould include his conviction that mo re money should be 
left in the hands of the Americ an people, by tax cut s and spending re­
straints, so that they can make the judgments a s to how it should be 
spent . 

3. The foreign-national security policy section should reference u.S. 
contr ibutions to peace and wo r ld stability, our principles of individual 
freedom and self-determina tion, underline the importance of U. S. coopera­
t i on with those who share our principles and i nd icate his convicti on as 
to the impor t ance of maintaini ng a strong national de f ense t o deter 
Communist aggression and expansion. 

4. The speech might show he recogni ze s t he fact that e ffec tive human 
action is fueled by hope , with a tone that i s optimistic and appeals 
to peoples' hopes and a sp i ra tions that, while we recognize that all is 
not perfect, we can do better. 

5. The speech should be one which shows our potential consti tuency 
(agriculture, small business, suburban areas, conservatives and moderates, 
the Jewish and Catholic communities, and thos e who value individual f ree­
dom and i ndependence, and understand the need for a strong national defense) 
tha t he understands them and their hopes and concerns.
