We understand that the January 21 and January 26 dates in

H.J. Res. 749 for the upcoming Budget and Economic Report,
respectively, accord with your agreement with the congressional
leadership. These dates supersede those in existing law
providing for (1) submission of the Budget to the Congress
during the first 15 days of each regular session and (2) trans-
mission of the Economic Report not later than January 20 of
each year.

H.J. Res. 749 also extends the date by which the Joint Economic
Committee must file its report on the President's Economic
Report from not later than March 1 to not later than March 19,
1976.



While establishing noon of January 19, 1976 as the time for
convening the second regular session of the 94th Congress,
the enrolled resolution provides that the Congress may be
reassembled whenever, in the opinion of the Speaker of the
House and the President pro tempore of the Senate, "the
public interest shall warrant it" or whenever the majority
or minority leaders jointly so request.

Rinety-fourth Congress of the Knited States of America

AT THE FIRST SESSION

Begun and held at the City of Washington on Tuesday, the fourteenth day of January;
one thousand nine hundred and seventy-five

Foint Resolution

To provide for the beginning of the second session of the Ninety-fourth Congress
and for other purposes.

Resolved by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress Assembled, That the second regular
session of the Ninety-fourth Congress shall begin at noon on Monday,
January 19, 1976.

Sec. 2. That (a) notwithstanding the provisions of section 201 of
the Act of June 10, 1922, as amended (81 U.S.C. section 11), the Presi-
dent shall transmit to the Congress not later than January 21, 1976,
the budget for the fiscal year 1977, and (b) notwithstanding the pro-
visions of section 3 of the Act of February 20, 1946, as amended (15
U.S.C. section 1022), the President shall transmit to the Congress not
later than January 26, 1976, the Economic Report, and (c) notwith-
standing the provisions of clause (3) of section 5(b) of such Act (15
U.8.C. 1024(b) ), the Joint Economic Committee shall file its report
on the President’s 1976 Economic Report with the Senate and the
House of Representatives not later than March 19, 1976,

Sec. 3. That prior to the convening of the second regunlar session of
the Ninety-fourth Congress on January 19, 1976, as provided in sec-
tion 1 of this resolution, Congress shall reassemble at 12 o’clock
meridian on the second day after its Members are notified in accord-
ance with section 4 of this resolution.

Skc. 4. The Speaker of the House of Representatives and the Presi-
dent pro tempore of the Senate shall notify the Members of the House
and the Senate, respectively, to reassemble whenever in their opinion

of the Houge and the majority leader of the Senate, acting jointly, or
the minority leader of the House and the minority leader of the Senate,
acting jointly, file a written request with the Clerk of the House and
the Secretary of the Senate that the Congress reassemble for the con-
sideration of legislation.
