I. Comments. The following comments have been received by Phil 
Buchen or myself concerning the nomination to the Supreme Court. 

1. Jill Ruckelshaus, Audrey Colom (Chairman of the National 
Women's Political Caucus) and the National Federation of Business 
and Professional Women's Clubs strongly urge the appointment of a 
woman to the Supreme Court. 

2. Harry Dent holds the firm belief that the appointee should be a 
conservative woman. 

3. Roger Blough advised the nomination of an individual with a 
"middle-of-the-road" philosophy rather than a more conservative one. 
Blough's reasoning was that if the Court was perceived as being 
unduly conservative then respect for it as an institution would be 
diminished. 

4. Congressman Grassley (R-Iowa) urged the appointment of a 
"conservative strict constructionalist. " 

5. Congressman Michel (R-Ill.) urged that the appointment "be 
excellent. 11 If so, he would not be concerned if the individual was a 
Democrat. 

6. Roy Wilkens, Executive Director of the NAACP, strongly opposes 
the appointment of an individual "avowedly unsympathetic to the rights 
of black people"; this includes opposition to the minimum wage and 
calling for restrictive interpretations of the First Amendment •
