Shortly before the 1974 baseball season got under way, Atlanta Braves' Hank Aaron, new
world home run king, was named President of No Greater Love. Aaron was formally intro-
duced in his new role at an Atlanta-Phillies game in Philadelphia.

On hand to greet the Braves' great outfielder were three children of servicemen missing in
action since 1967. They are Debbie and Frank Parker, children of Captain Frank Parker,
USAF; and Michael Kemmerer, son of Captain Donald Kemmerer, USAF. For the third straight
year, the Phillies entertained NGL youngsters with dinner, dugout visits, photos, and other
gifts at a game.

“For a Change” Pilot Program for Paralyzed Vets

At the Bronx VA Hospital on June 5,
NGL initiated a new motivational pro-
gram for paralyzed vets. Called “For a
Change,” it asks prominent athletes to
reverse roles for an afternoon and sit

in wheelchairs for sports competition .

with paralyzed vets. The idea for the
program came from vet Peter Arballo,
Wheelchair Olympics Gold Medalist,
who wanted to do something for his
fellow paraplegic veterans. ‘‘For a
Change" is designed to foster physical
activity and involvement among wheel-
chair vets.

On hand for the Bronx pilot program
were three stars of the New York Jets—
Steve Tannen, Eddie Bell, and Phil Wise.

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Mrs. Helen Springborn, one of the own-
ers of the Jets, visited with patients and
presented Jets' autographed footballs to
the winners of the wheelchair relay race.

After watching the Jets and veterans
compete in wheelchair volleyball, foot-
ball, and relay races, one patient said,
“Maybe I'll try some of that volleyball
business tomorrow. Looks like a lot of
fun; better than just sittin’ around.”
“That’'s what the program is all about,”
a NGL spokesman noted.

NGL plans to make ‘‘For a Change"
a national program, holding similar
sports events throughout the country at
VA hospitals which serve spinal cord
injury patients.

At that time, Car- Carmella LaSpada
mella LaSpada, a Special Projects Aide
in the White House, arranged an Armed
Forces Day party for wounded veterans
at Bethesda Naval Hospital in Maryland.

It was such a great success that offi-
cials of Walter Reed Army Hospital
asked her if she would do the same
there. Carmella recalls she went through
the amputee ward and asked the boys
what they would most like to see. The
reply was “pretty girls and athletes.”
Carmella obliged by getting attractive
girl friends, secretaries from Capitol Hill
and the White House, and members of
the New York Yankees, including Mickey
Mantle, to visit the hospital. The pro-
gram, called V.I.P. (Very Important Pa-
tients) developed into weekly events.
The athletes of America quickly grasped
the opportunity to show their gratitude to
the hospitalized veterans with the ques-
tion, “What else can we do?"

In May 1971, Ms. LaSpada took
leave from her government career and
along with Johnny Unitas, Ted Williams,
and other athletes, organized America’s
Sports Stars for POWs-MIAs in an effort
to secure information about, and provide
help for the men held in captivity. Let-
ters from children of these men led to
the creation in December 1971 of No
Greater Love, a program of friendship
and care for the children of POWs-MIAs.

The first year, No Greater Love sent
more than 2,000 gifts, wrapped and
shipped by Georgetown University stu-
dent volunteers, to these children. This
effort has continued, still with volunteer
help.

With the return of our POWs in early
1973, families of those still missing in
action asked No Greater Love to con-
tinue for the benefit of their children.

In addition, families of men killed in
action heard about No Greater Love and
asked that the program be expanded to
include their children.

The main thrust is to help fill the void
left by the absence of the fathers on
special occasions such as birthdays and
holidays. The program for the hospital-
ized vets also has continued.

Ms. LaSpada has served voluntarily
for the past three years as the NGL
National Coordinator, and was elected
Chairman of the Board in 1972.

S.J. Res. 227. A joint resolution desig-
nating Monday, February 10, 1975, as a
day of salute to America’s hospitalized
veterans. Referred to the Committee on
the Judiciary.

Mr. HUGH SCOTT. Mr. President, I
am happy today to introduce with the
distinguished majority leader (Mr.
MANSFIELD), & resolution designating
Monday, February 10, as a day of salute
to America’s hospitalized veterans.

Last year on February 12, the first an-
niversary of the release of the first group
of POWs, an organization named No
Greater Love, sponsored the first salute
to hospitalized veterans. It was extremely
successful, consisting of visits by promi-
nent Americans to the VA hospitals and
special activities for paralyzed veterans.
As a member of the advisory council of
No Greater Love, I have been asked to
introduce a resolution proclaiming Feb-
ruary 10, 1975 as a salute to these cour-
ageous men. The distinguished House
majority leader, Mr. O’NEILL and the dis-
tinguished house minority leader, Mr.
RHuODES are introducing today a similar
resolution in the House.

I hope this special day will further in-
still in all Americans a greater under-
standing and appreciation for what these
hospitalized servicemen are going
through and will further serve as a focal
point for activities in our VA hospitals
to honor these outstanding men.

They have given us so much; let us
give them at least our time and our sup-
port.

S.J. Res. 227

Whereas 800,000 hospitalized American
veterans are served in 177 VA hospitals an-
nually, and

Whereas certain organizations sponsor
throughout each year for these velerans a
series of programs, celebrity visits, and spe-
cial activities for paralyzed veterans, and
formally call the nation’s attention to these
special Americans, and,

Whereas these servicemen and service-
women deserve an annual recognition from
the citizens through the United States for
the sacrifices they made to help keep Amer-
ica a free country: Now, therefore be it

Resolved by the Senate and House of Rep-
resentatives of the United States of America
1n Congress assembled, That Monday, Feb-
ruary 10, 1975, be designated as a day to
honor America’s hospitalized veterans for the
sacrifices they have made to keep our nation
free, that in all VA hospitals in the United
States, this day be appropriately recognized
as a salute to America’s hospitalized veterans,
and, furthermore, that the President of the
United States, the Chief Justice of the Su-
preme Court, the Attorney General of the
Unied States, and the governors of all ‘the
States be individually informed of this res-
olution.

NGL would like to thank Senators Hugh
Scott and Mike Mansfield and Representa-
tives Thomas O’Neill and John Rhodes for
introducing this Joint Congressional Res-
olution. NGL plans to request the assist-
ance of USO SHOWS in this national effort
and hopes the salute will become an
American tradition.
