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Tonight, the President has been invited to attend 
a buif et dinner at his own condominium -- that is the one 
he owns that is being used by Dick Bass during this trip. 
The hosts for the party are Dick Bass and also another 
friend of the President's, named Jim Brown. There will 
be about 20 couples there, most of them are close friends 
of the Fords from previous years of skiing here in Vail 
and the few members of the staff have been invited, too. 

The buffet will be tenderloin roast, salad 
and potatoes. 

_________ c_o_u_l~d you identify Mr. Brown? 

MR. NESSEN: Mr. Brown is an executive with the 
Thiokol Chemical Corporation. 

Q Could you give us the spelling on Brown? 

MR. NESSEN: B-r-o-w-n. He and his wife live 
70 miles from Salt Lake City in a town called Tremonton, 
Utah. 
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Mr. Brown met the President about nine or 
ten years ago when then Congressman Ford came to Utah to 
give a speech. Mr. Brown was a Republican campaign official 
and was assigned to pick Congressman Ford up at the airport. 

During their drive, they found that they shared 
an interest in skiing and the Fords went to Utah that 
Easter with the Browns. They have skied in the ensuing 
nine or ten years together a number of times, either in 
Utah, or at Sun Valley, and then in recent years here at 
Vail. 

I believe also that one of the Ford sons has spent 
some time on a ranch that the Browns own in Utah. 

Q Do you know what he is with the Thiokol 
Chemical Company? What is the middle initial and so forth? 

MR. NESSEN: Sheila was checking on all of the 
Brown information. If you don't know his full name, check 
with Sheila, she will get it after the b~iefing. He is a group 
executive. 

Q What is the coverage at the party tonight 
and what time is it? 

MR, NESSEN: I think 8 o'clock is the starting 
time and there is no coverage inside. 

Q Who will cover the party? 

MR. NESSEN: The day-long protective pool --

Q I think the starting time for the party 
is 7 o'clock. 

MR. NESSEN: Check with Sheila for the information. 

Q At the party will there be a vice-chairman 
of the U.S. Steel board? Can you tell us about him? 

MR. NESSEN: Sheila is doing the social stuff 
and you should get together with her after the briefing 
and find out who is on the guest list. 

Since he is a guest and the Browns and Basses 
are giving the party, you should check with them. 

Q My question is: Is he associated in any 
way with the President's official party? Is he a close 
friend of the President here in Vail? 

MR. NESSEN: I have never heard of him before. 

Q The reason I ask is we do have an important 
story vis-a-vis U.S. Steel.

Jim Brown: Ford's skiing friend

Although they will be 
staying in the Dick Bass 
house, if this Christmas 
vacation is like the past the 
Fords will be spending 
most of their time with the 
James E. Browns of Tre­
monton, Utah. Brown is a 
long-time skiing friend of 
the President. 

Bass received publicity 
recently because of a large 
coal lease he holds in 
Wyoming, which could cost 
him $100,000 if Ford signs 
a strip mining bill. But Ford 
has said he intends to veto 
the bill. 

Yet Ford claims no know­
ledge of the leases and only 
an acquaintance with the 
44-year-old Dallas oil mil­
ionaire and Sunbird, Utah, 
•ki area developer. 

The acquaintance part 
eems likely, since, accord-
1g to Brown, Bass· met 

Ford for the first time last 
year in Vail at a cocktail 
party thrown by the Basses. 
The Browns were invited 
and reportedly asked if they 
could bring the Fords along. 

And it was Jim Brown 
who apparently made the 
initial overture to Bass 
about exchanging homes 
with the president this 
year. 

Brown's acquaintance 
with Ford dates back to 
1955 or '56 in _Brown's 
memory when they had a 
mutual friendship with Ev­
erett Kirschner, owner of 
Boyne Mountain ski area in 
Michigan. Brown was an 
FBI agent then in Illinois 
and Ford was a congress­
man from Michigan. 

The Fords and Browns hit 
it off and the family skied 
together. 

Approximately 10 years 
ago Ford and Brown met 
again in Utah when Brown, 
a Republican campaign offi-

cial, picked up Ford, who 
was going to make · a 
political speech, at the Salt 
Lake City airport. 

They renewed their 
friendship and the Fords 
went to Utah that Easter to 
ski with the Browns. They 
skied together ever since at 
Christmas time, the first 
five years at Sun Valley in 
Utah and the last five at 
Vail. 

Brown is a group execu­
tive with Thiokol Chemical 
Corp., a Pennsylvania­
based company which has a 
huge inert explosives plant 
at Promontory, Utah. The 
plant reportedly manufac­
tures a solid propellant for 
minuteman missiles. 

Thiokol also has a divi­
sion in Logan, Utah, which 
manufactures snowcats 
and has donated two to Vail 
Associates for use on the 
mountain during Ford's 
stay. 

Brown is also a member 

of the board of directors of 
the Bear River State Bank 
in Tremonton, a town of 
3,000 approximately 70 
miles outside . Salt Lake 
City. 

The Browns own a ranch 
in Tremonton where th6 
Ford boys, Steve and Jack, 
spent some time last sum­
mer. Jack attends Utah 
State University in Logan, 
about 20 miles from Tre­
monton, and has been a 
frequent visitor to the 
Brown home during the 
school year. 

The Browns have five 
children, three boys and 
two girls, who range in age 
from 7 to 16. 

Monday night the Browns 
and Dick Bass hosted a 
buffet at the Ford condo­
minium at The Lodge. It was 
attended by approximately 
20 couples who are close 
friends from · previous ski­
ing in Vail. 
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
