Aa Yes, he has. We have copies of the letters that we can 

make available to those who want them' The resignation is 
effective Dec. 31. 

Qa Did the President review the case as he said he would? 

A- Yes, he did. 

Qa Didn't he promise not to just carry out the decision made 

by the previous Administration. 

Aa That is true, and Me did study the matter and concluded 

that .................... Mrs. Watson, who was appointed 

by L~ndon Johnson in 1968, had served her country well, but 

that the President wanted to give someone else an opportunity 

to serve the country. 
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
