The pool was stopped at the gate 

of the golf course at around 1:30 p.m. The President was expected 

to start 18 holes of play at about 1:45 p. m. 


While we were waiting for the President to leave the Wilson horne, 

Larry Speakes read us the Nessen statement on DaNang and announced the 

private dinner for Gov~rnor and Mrs•.
