The proposed amendment to the pending request for supplemental appropriations includes $5,260,000 for
control of three major forest insect outbreaks and $16,000,000 for forest fire fighting. The proposed
funds for control of insect outbreaks includes $3,975,000 for spruce budworm on 2 million acres in
northern Maine, $885,000 to control the southern pine beetle throughout the southern States, and
$400,000 for control of the mountain pine beetle in parts of Wyoming, Colorado, and South Dakota.
Insect control projects would be carried out on Federal and non-~Federal lands with 50 percent Federal
cost-sharing. The increase in the estimate for forest fire fighting is due to greater obligations in
the June 30 to December 31, 1974, period than previously anticipated.
