VIW& Iants once amnmnncu
to America to save them from
death by starvation, illness or
violence — will fly to Saigon to
visit the land of their birth.

Operation Homeward Bound
will take them more than 9,200
miles away to Saigon, all
arrangements donated by World
Airways, with other orphans from
the first wave of the airlifts.

They do not speak the language,
most of their names have changed
and some - like Laura Garett of
Arlington, Texas — do not even
know their real birthdays.

They will travel first from
Oakland to Taiwan, then to Saigon
where they will participate in a
banquet at the president’s palace.

Until recently, Vietnam was
just a birthplace for Vietnamese-
Americans like Garret, whose
journey out of Saigon is simply
something she has been told about
but can not remember.

Altogether Operation Babylift
brought more than 3 ,000
Vietnamese children — either
orphaned or given up by their
parents — out by airlift to the
United States; where they were

in the air to keep the Vietnamese
military from shooting it down.
When the plane crashed it killed
almost half the 350 adults and
children on board.

News of Daly’s ill fated flight
traveled quickly. President Ford
was deluged the next day with
telephone calls demanding he do
something to save the children of
Vietnam. Throughout the next
year the U.S. brought thousands
of children out of Vietnam before
Saigon fell the following April.

Shirley Peck-Barnes, the wife of
a U.S. Air Force officer, ended up
overseeing the care of many of the
infants. During the Korean War
she served as an Air Force civilian
secretary on Okinawa, where she
saw “children of war in distress.”

During one of the last days of
March 1975, on a snowy Denver
evening, she heard on the car radio
about the children of Vietnam
that were left behind. The story
brought her to tears.

Barnes was administrator of
a health care facility that had
previously served as a children’s
hospital in Denver, but had since

Free Blood Testing This Sunday For the Vietnamese

Free blood testing is available
this Sunday, June 12, at the VN
TeamWork Center (VNTW),
11210 Bellaire Blvd, Suite 118,
from 9 am to 12 pm. The Harris
County Area Agency on Agency
is sponsoring these tests along
with Cathy Home Care, including
blood pressure, cholesterol, and
blood sugar test.

Low-income families can
also apply for children’s health
insurance.

If you intend to receive either
the cholesterol or blood sugar test,
please be aware that you must fast
in the morning before the test.

High blood sugar levels may
indicate the possibility of diabetes
which, if not treated quickly with
medication and proper nutrition,

may lead to further complications,
including blindness or even
death.

High cholesterol can also lead
to other serious health problems,
including heart disease. If you

think you may have any these
problems, the Center encourages
you to come to the health
screenings.  The sooner the
problem is diagnosed and treated,
the more effective the treatment

Center

will be.

In addition to the testing, low-
income families with children up
to 18 years of age can apply for
children’shealthinsurance through
the AmeriGroup Corporation. The
insurance rates will depend on
the number of family members,
the income level, and family
expenses. For qualified families,
the fees will not be over $18 per
month. Parents who are interested
in applying can come to VNTW at
the same date and time as above.

Other free health services are
available every Sunday from
9 a.m. until noon. For further
information, please come to the
VN TeamWork Center located at
11210 Bellaire Blvd, Suite 118 at
Boone, in Fountain Square, across
Hong Kong City Mall or please
call 281-827-8019 from 10:00
AM to 7:00 PM.

fell into disuse. She arranged for the
building to house eventually 600 Vietnamese
orphans, and for McDonald’s to donate
thousands of meals. !

She saw this site, a haven for children in
distress twice within a century, as a visible act
of destiny. She has often reflected that had she
left her office earlier, as planned, she would
not have heard the newscast and would have
missed her moment in history.

“I was the mother of four children, including
twins and an adopted child. T couldn’t hear
of the suffering of children, Vietnamese or
others, and not be torn apart by it. I do not
believe things happen by accident, I am more
inclined to believe they happen by design,”
said Barnes, who wrote her story in “The
War Cradle.” She calls Operation Babylift
the greatest humanitarian gesture of the last
century.

“This is the one thing about the Vietham
War that made Americans feel relief because
it was about the children,” she said.

Barnes said a lot of the children, now in their
30s, still feel a great loss for their culture they
never knew. “Many have Americanized and
don’t want to go back. They have no parents
there that they know of and don‘t want to be
reminded of it but this trip will mean much to
those that are going on it;’ she said.

She has made quilts from the remnants of
clothes the children wore and had many of
the children sign the quilt. One quilt went
to President Ford out of gratitude. She will
bring one with her to Vietnam on Operation

Homeward Bound.

Laura Garett is one of those who left Saigon
more than three decades ago. Garret left her
biological parents and the country of her birth
when she was nine months old.

“Traveling to Vietnam makes me proud of
my Vietnamese heritage because I learn about
my Vietnamese heritage, but it really makes
me proud to be American. Everyone has a
beginning. I began as a Vietnamese but I am
an American,” said Garret. She believes both
her parents were Vietnamese.

At least half the babies flown in Operation
Babylift were some of the 40,000 babies left
behind by American military fathers during
the war.

Garett arrived in St. Louis in April 1974.
A Caucasian physician’s family, with three
sisters and two brothers, adopted her. They
took her to Columbia, Missouri where she
grew up. Now 31, for nine years she has been
an orchestra teacher to fifth and sixth grade
students at three Texas public elementary
schools.

“As an orphan in Vietnam I know I was
malnourished and arrived here with boils
on my head. I might have died had I stayed
there and not been adopted by the physician
that assimilated me into his family. 1 never
would’ve had freedom to live, learn and love
there the way I have here, said Garett. She
came to Texas after earning a music education
scholarship at Texas Tech.

Barnes, who turned 78 on June 2, travels
the country reporting on her efforts to bring
relief after the Vietnam War.

No matter what their experi-
ences, all 32 of the soldiers and
Marines participating in Impact A
Hero Weekend showed what be-
ing a hero is all about.

Houston Texans Head Coach
Dom Capers started things off
early, on the morning of Saturday,
June 4, at the 5K Run.

He told those gathered his
players may be heroes on the foot-
ball field but soldiers and Marines
gathered for Impact A Hero are
America’s heroes for life.

Sgt. Mike McNaughton, miss-
ing half his right leg, led the 5K that
started Impact A Hero Weekend.

Army in September 1990.

He served overseas in Saudi
Arabia after Desert Storm, and a
nine month Bosnia tour. His en-
listment ended December 2000
but after the 9/11 attacks he en-
listethed Army National Guard.

He volunteered to serve on
a clearing team, which searched
Afganistan caves for terrorists.
When he stepped on a land mine
in January 2003 he lost his leg and
two fingers.

McNaughton may have lost a
limb but not his spirits. He partici-
pates in triathlons, marathons and
continues to contribute to charities
throughout the country.

rades later found it on her hand,
completely buried in six inches of
sand.

US Army PFC Kenny Adams
lost his eyesight when a gunshot
tore into his eyes a few months ago
in Afghanistan.

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Focuses On Texas’
Future Vietnamese

uy Pham, program direc-
tor for the Vietnamese Culture &
Science Association, is committed
to building bridges between Texas’
Vietnamese American youth and
Houston without losing historical
ties to Vietnam.

A native Texan and son of a
Vietnamese fisherman, Pham grad-
uated last year from the Massachu-
setts Institute of Technology. Now
he is a product marketing engineer
for Texas Instruments.

Originally from North Vietnam,
Pham’s parents fled it around 1954
as children when the Communists
took control of it. Two decades
later, they came to America fol-
lowing Saigon’s fall. Pham relates
their story:

“My father was a poor fisher-
man and my mother a seamstress.
When NVA troops stormed in Sai-
gon at the end of April 1975 they
had no resources or pull in either
Viet government or any of those in
the US government to quicken an
escape but deep inside their hearts
they knew shackled to Communism
wasn’t how they wanted to live. It
wasn’t the future they wanted for
their family. In their conscience
they knew it wasn’t what God
wanted for them or their children,”

Pham said.

Pham’s parents told him that un-
der Communism they did not have
freedom to keep what they caught,
to build their own business, make
decisions for their own family or to
practice freely their Catholic faith.
In 1979, when his father was fish-
ing with his uncle, he seized an op-
portunity then to escape. He made
it to a refugee camp in Malaysia,
where he shaved off his mustache
to pose as 16 and got sponsored to
come to America.

“We had family in Houston,
which is where my dad headed.
The warm climate was more like
Vietnam and he was told of the
warm friendliness of the folks here.
Fishing was not far away but fish-
ing was not the first work he got.

“My dad spent a lot of time un-
der the hot Houston sun picking up
trash on the side of freeways for
the Texas Department of Transpor-
tation. He saved his money doing
that and eventually paid pirates to
smuggle my mom and sisters out of
Vietnam. They got to Canada and
then Houston,” Pham said.

Not more than nine months later
Pham was born. His family lived in
the HUD housing project at Allen
Parkway Village. A few Vietnam-
ese families lived there in what was
an otherwise all African American
community.

They later moved to southwest
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Houston. In Alief he attended
Hearne and Leistman Elementary
Schools, Killough Middle School
and Elsik High School. At Elsik
he excelled at debate, was elected
sophomore class treasurer, junior
class president, and chosen best
male student and class valedicto-
rian his senior year.

“My dad traveled to Galves-
ton to work hard labor on fishing
crews all week and my mother did
seamstress work. They worked un-
believable schedules and seared in
my sisters and me that our excel-
ling in school was their priority and
should be ours.

“Nonetheless 1 worked after
school till late each night, volun-
teered in community service and
my sisters and I raised ourselves.

Among the three of us, the cook-
ing, cleaning and household chores
were divided.. I loved school and
specifically science. I wanted to
study engineering and learned MIT
was the best engineering school in
the country,” said Pham.

For four years his parents as-
sumed he was an average student.
He hid it from them because he
feared his success would cause
them to forbid him from working
for them after school. He knew
they needed his help, as oil tanker
accidents had crushed fishing boats
his father worked on.

Nontheless he earned Phi Beta
Kappa, Houston Endowment and
other scholarships that paid for his
entire education.

“When I got my acceptance

into MIT, I rushed downstairs to
tell them. The look on my par-
ent’s faces will remain with me al-
ways. Their bright smiles made all
those long nights worth it. For the
first time in my life, they told me
that they were proud of me. They
looked at me and

told me that I was worth their
sacrifices. I cried. I finally felt as
if I was a son worthy of such great
parents,” Pham said.

“Everything about Boston was
tough to adjust to, from the cold
snows to the colder dispositions of
the people. I missed my family and
being near a Vietnamese commu-
nity. I was one of eight Vietnamese
descent students there throughout
all my time there,” he said.

Every summer of college Pham
returned home for paid intern work
at Texas Instruments in Stafford,
where he programmed computer
and cell phone boards.

During this time he earned de-
grees in electrical engineering,
computer science, and philosophy.
After graduation he accepted a
management position in microchip
and product placement.

Recently with his parents he
bought a home and moved to Fort
Bend County. They were attracted
by its pro-family attitudes and safe
community, as well as the diver-
sity and excellent schools. With his
family, Pham is active at Christ In-
carnate Word Catholic Church.

Since his senior year at Elsik,
Pham has pursued pushing forward
the VCSA, whose mission is pro-
moting harmony and cooperation
among Vietnamese Americans.
They emphasize young Vietnam-
ese American professionals, so
they can exchange ideas, share
skills and work to build a better
Vietnamese community here and
in Vietnam.

In April Pham helped organize
the VCSA Youth Excellence lunch,
serving as Master of Ceremonies
of the VCSA 15th Annual Gala. He

directs tutoring programs, where
college students and young profes-
sionals help Vietnamese American
high school students succeed. Now
he serves on the VCSA Executive
Board. As Chairman of VCSA Stu-
dent Relations his aim is involving
youth more in the civics that drive
their community.

“Vietnamese American voter
registration, education, involve-
ment and get out the vote efforts
here in Houston and across Fort
Bend County while preserving and
promoting Vietnamese heritage
through regular programs and ac-
tivities, promoting democracy and
human rights in Vietnam through
peaceful means and public aware-
ness is our priority. We want to
promote cooperation of Vietnam-
ese American youth with all Asian
American communities and the
greater mainstream community in
general,” Pham said.

Pham said he struggles because
“] am not the ideal Vietnamese
child. English has been my primary
language. It is the language I think
in and how I express my true emo-
tions. My Vietnamese is not as ad-
equate as I’d like but I am proud of
my heritage. My morals and values
are Vietnamese. Whenever I look
into my father’s eyes, 1 begin to
cry. Isee a

man that could have been so
much more but his success has had
to come through me.”

Pham traveled to Vietnam for
two weeks with YMCA Interna-
tional Services in March, where he
helped build schools in some of the
most poor provinces. He moved
to tears visiting war memorials,
spending time at the War Remnants
Museum in Hanoi and in the Cu
Chi Tunnels.

“Being in Vietnam made me
proud of being of Vietnamese de-
scent. It also gave me forever an
appreciation for the responsibilities
we have to the world as Americans
and Texans,” Pham said.

If You Absolutely, Positively Need
to Hire a Planner

Here are my Five Questions
for Grilling a Potential Financial
Planner:

Okay, this bears repeating:
if a prospective adviser makes
money from commissions on
your investments, then they
fail my litmus test on that fact
alone. There’s simply too much
conflict of interest. I want you
to stick with fee-only planners;
they charge a set fee for their
services, rather than relying
on commissions. And as you
begin your search, keep in mind
that friends are always a good
place to start for referrals. You
can also check out this Planner
Search Tool that will point you
to local fee-only planners.

1. What’s Your Background?
Did they do the work to become
acertified financial planner (CFP)?
What other formal training do they
have? And how long have they
been in business? Ten months, or
ten years? Experience matters a
lot.

2. Do you recommend Term
Life or Cash Value policies for
most of your clients? You better
hear Term. If someone starts

actively managed mutual funds
consistently beat the indexes.
A big part of the reason is that
good no-load index funds have
super-low costs, and the less
you spend on fees, the more you
will have left in your account.

4. Do you recommend most
of your clients have just a Will,
or do you suggest a Will and
a Living Revocable Trust? A
living revocable trust is such
an important document, that
I would be wary about any
planner who doesn’t think it is
useful.

5. Do you recommend using
a Home Equity Loan or Line
of Credit to pay off credit card
debt? A responsible planner will
say no to this. When you borrow
against the equity you have in
your home, the home becomes

3. Do youuse Index mutual funds
and Exchange Traded Funds? You
want to hear YES.

“It’s a good deal for both
companies,” said Ryan Batchelor,
a stock analyst for Morningstar
Inc. in Chicago. “Credit card
lending growth is slowing, and the
way to boost margins is to lower
the cost of funds. It’s hard to find
anything better than retail deposits
as a cheap source of funding.”

Shares of both companies fell
in morning trading.

“The market was more hopeful
that Washington Mutual would
grow credit cards organically,
and perhaps that the company
might itself be sold,” said Thomas

“We view Providian as a
transformational combination (to)
much more of a balanced balance -
sheet,” he said.

Providian shareholders will
receive the equivalent of 0.45 of
a Washington Mutual share for
each Providian share. Washington
Mutual will fund 89 percent of
the purchase price in stock and 11
percent in cash. Providian will owe
a $225 million breakup fee if the
merger agreement is terminated.

‘Super’ Bacteria Live On

The mutated, drug-resistant “‘su-
| perbugs” that cause an increasing
' number of hospital infections and
. deaths can live for weeks on bed
' linens, computer keyboard covers
- and under acrylic fingernails, U.S.
researchers reported on Monday.
The study supports other research
| that shows super-strict hygiene is
| needed to battle the bacteria, some
of which are now nearly impossi-
ble to kill even with the strongest
antibiotics.

A team at sanitation-services
company Ecolab Inc. dabbed me-
thicillin-resistant Staphylococcus
aureus onto samples of bed linen,
keyboard covers and acrylic finger-
nails.

MRSA could be detected eight
weeks later on acrylic fingernails,
six weeks later on computer key-
| board covers and five days later on
bed linens, the researchers told a
meeting in Atlanta of the American
Society for Microbiology.

“The results of this study clearly

| demonstrate the need for frequent

| hand washing and environmen-

tal disinfection in health care set-
tings,” said researcher Kris Owens
of Mendota Heights, Minnesota-
based Ecolab.

Staphylococcus aureus is usually
harmless and very common, found
on skin or in the noses of about
30 percent of people. It can cause
stubborn problems such as rashes
and boils and an infection is often
mistaken for a spider bite.

In hospitals, MRSA can cause
serious and sometimes deadly in-
fections, including necrotizing
fasciitis or “flesh-eating” disease.
It resists almost everything but an
intravenous antibiotic called van-
comycin.

A study at Northwestern Memo-
rial Hospital in Chicago, published
in April, found that computer key-
boards can contaminate the fingers,
bare or gloved, of a nurse or doctor,
who could then transfer bactena to
patients.

Other studies have shown that,
despite the importance of hand-
washing, doctors, nurses and other
health care workers often fail to do
so or do not wash thoroughly.

Want a Happy Marriage? Be Nice, Don’t Nitpick
True Compatibility Doesn’t Exist, so Shrug off L1ttle Conﬂlcts

For a happy marriage, here’s
how to deal with conflict:

» Bring it up in a nonthreatening
way. “Be nice. No name calling,”
she advises.

* Bring up specific issues or
behaviors, rather than personal-
ity qualities. In a happy marriage,
there’s no attacking the person.
“Bring up the specific time, how
you felt about it, then people can
change the behavior,” Orbuch tells
WebMD. “Otherwise, they don’t
‘know what to do about it, they’re
boxed in.”

* Use “I” statements. Instead of

“you’re a very messy person’ say
‘I’m really bothered when you put
clothes on the floor.” Such state-
ments show how you feel about a
specific behavior, and that’s impor-
tant in a happy marriage, she says.

* Try to stay calm. Studies show
that the calmer you are, the more
you will be taken seriously, she
says. “Take a breath, count to 10,

breathe. Try to be nonthreatening.”

* Take a break. “If you’re going

back and forth, if you find blood
pressure going up, take minutes

or seconds,” she says. “Don’t take
hours. If you take too long, it fes-
ters in the other person, they’ve had
time analyze it; you're dismissing
their feelings opinions, dismissing

them.”

* Don’t bring it up at night.
Choose the right time -- not
when people are tired, hungry,
when the kids are all around,
when you’ve got a deadline
at work. Those are not best
times.”

« Consider your spouse’s
point of view, if you want a tru-
ly happy marriage. “I’m a true
believer in this,” says Orbuch.
“Studies show that every single
action has a different meaning
depending on if you are male,
female, your race, your back-
ground. That is important to re-
member in conflict resolution.”

Brad Pitt And Angelina J ohe Talk About “Mr And Mrs Smith”

The Story: John Smith (Brad
Pitt) and Jane Smith (Angelina
Jolie) are having marital problems
and visiting a marriage counselor
doesn’t really seem to be doing any
good. Their relationship is on the
rocks because they just can’t open
up with each other. If only they
could be more involved in each
other’s lives, then they might be
able to keep from drifting further
apart.

But Mr. and Mrs. Smith are each
keeping a big secret that, until an
unfortunate turn of events, they
simply can’t share. They’re both
assassins who’ve been given their
most difficult mission to date: kill
their spouse or be killed.

Brad Pitt and Angelina Jolie
on Playing Assassins in “Mr. and
Mrs.

Smith:” “The assassins thing is
secondary to me. The movie to me
plays so much more on the level
of relationships. That was kind
of the backdrop or the metaphor
for getting lost in your work. But
having said that, [Angelina Jolie’s]
a damn good shot,” joked Pitt.

Jolie added, “Obviously the film
— like [Brad] was saying - it’s a
comment that is all a metaphor
for marriage. It’s a wild and crazy
one, but I do think it is a good one,
and I think what makes us good
assassins. But at the end of the day
it’s interesting two [assassins] have
to learn how to be a team. I think
that’s incredibly interesting.”

Brad Pitt Sets the Record
Straight: [sit True He Only Wanted
Angelina Jolie for the Role?: “I
don’t know where that story came

from. Originally, at one point,
there was another actress and she
had to drop out. And then, certainly
our main contender was Angelina
because it was really important
that Mr. and Mrs. had some form
of equality. And what | mean by
that, when you have fight scenes
when you’re literally punching the
s**t out of each other, you’ve got
to believe they’re equally matched,
I would say.”

Mixing Comedy, Drama,
Action, Romance — Getting the
Tone of the Movie Right: “That
was all this bunch here [indicating
the director and producers]. This
was one big think tank. I guess
we’re missing Simon [Kinberg, the
writer] and a couple other people.
Know that this thing could have
so easily devolved into an action
film. That was the danger with this
thing and we were very conscious
of keeping the relationship in the
forefront, And what I think Doug
[Liman] did best, and certainly to
his credit, was any action that did
take place, it was secondary - it
was the backdrop. It surrounded
whatever argument they were
having at the time, or whatever
personal dynamic they needed to
work out at that moment,” said
Pitt.

“I think I was asking for the first
few months what the tone is. I don’t
think anybody had an answer for
what exactly the tone was, because
it is a little bit of everything, which
is really nice, to try to find that
balance,” explained Jolie, to which
her co-star Pitt proclaimed, “That’s
not true! I had an answer, she just
didn’t listen. She disagreed with me
wholeheartedly.” Getting serious,
Pitt said, “No, we took from

movies, you know, like movies like
‘Midnight Run,” which is a true,
successful amalgamation of films
that have a comedic bent to it, but
there’s also action and drama.

Brad Pitt on How it Felt to
Fight a Woman Onscreen: “1 felt
good, I felt very good [joking].

Well, I took some shots though. If

ycu re-wind it I took some really
good shots. But again, the thing
was not to be taken - knowing
that the thing was not to be taken
literally, we could go as far as we
wanted to go. And to me it’s one
of the best comedic pieces of the
thing. Again representative of how,
you know, we take each other out
in some form or another.”

On Hitting, Kicking, Kissing, and

Jolie smiled as she responded,
“Well, I wasn’t upset about that.
[ mean, it’s a strange thing we all
do for a living. And at the end of
the day, it’s a really fun script. It’s
about love and marriage and so it
has all of those things in it. And it’s
got all those elements that make
for a great film and so it was fun
to do.” Pitt threw in, “And we like
extremes, so why not take it to the
end?”

Angelina Jolie ' on  Her
Character Pretending to be Less
Skilled Than Her Husband:
“I think we’ve all done that at
some point in our lives. We’ve all
lessened ourselves — in any way, in
a relationship or any situation - to
kind of blend in or to make people
comfortable. But I don’t think it’s a

good thing to do. I think we should
all absolutely be everything we
can be and encourage that from
others.”

The Possibility of a “Mr and
Mrs Smith 2:” Producer Akiva
Goldsman said there was a different
ending shot (which will be included
on the DVD) that shows the couple
having a baby. That could possibly
be the launching point for a sequel
because, as Goldsman explained, it
seemed like a natural evolution to
the story. While that might be the
direction of the story, Pitt wasn’t
sure if he'd say yes or no to a
sequel.

“It always comes down to the
script and if the script works, it’s a
possibility. But who can say at that
point, really.”

Asked if she’d agree to signing
on for another one, Jolie said, “1
don’t know. I don’t think I can
answer anything like that. I mean,
if you asked me today, I would say
no today. But I don’t know. You
never know. But I think the more
interesting answer to that is that if
you were to take them to the next
evolution, it would be that they
can take on pretty much anything,
but I betcha a bunch of little kids
would take them on. And there’s
something beautiful about that
that we all know about children,
no matter how tough they are, you
know, that would be the greatest
challenge.”

Angelina Jolie on Going the
Comedic Route: “I was really
uncomfortable and I wasn’t very
sure of myself because I've never
really done one so I was nervous.
But everybody, all this panel [the
producers, director, and Brad Pitt]
made me feel more comfortable,

and so I got silly.”

Brad Pitt on Making the
Chemistry Look Real: Pitt
deflected the question with a joke.

makes wonderful Eggs Benedict.
But I hate his morning breath.”

Improvisation in “Mr and
Mrs Smith:” “It wasn’t so much
improvised as it was... We had a
great script to start with and we had
a great template for a relationship,
and we just, really it was this think
tank here who would talk [about]
the scenes endlessly to the point
of nausea, each day, whatever
we were tackling that day. And it
was that kind of freshness to it. It
wasn’t so much improv during the
scenes much. But it added to the
freshness and we all kind of threw
in our bits,” said Pitt.

Brad Pitt on His Newly Blonde
Hair: “I was just really concerned
that [ have not been getting enough
publicity, so I thought 1 needed
to do something to draw more
attention. I’'m ashamed to admit
it, but I’ll cop to it - for publicity
(laughing).”

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Paparazzo Arrested For
‘Intentionally’ Crashing
Into Lindsay Lohan’s Car

A photographer has been arrested
for allegedly intentionally crashing
his car into Hollywood starlet
Lindsay Lohan’s Mercedes-Benz
while trying to get a picture, police
said.

Entertainment photographer
Galo Ramirez, 24, was arrested and
booked on suspicion of assault with
a deadly weapon after allegedly
slamming his minivan into the teen
idol’s sports car in Los Angeles late
Tuesday, slightly injuring her.

Before the crash, 18-year-old
Lohan called police from behind
the wheel and reported that she
was “being harassed by paparazzi,”
 Los Angeles police officer Sandra
Escalante told AFP.

The star of the upcoming remake
of the car-themed youth movie
“The Love Bug” tried to evade
the paparazzo before he crashed
the vehicle he was driving into
Lohan’s Mercedes-Benz SL65
Coupe, police said.

“Ramirez was following her,

trying to get a picture,” Escalante
told AFP.

“Lohan made a U-turn and ...
actions by Ramirez in the minivan
resulted in the minivan striking
Lohan’s driver’s door.

“Evidence showed Ramirez’s
actions were intentional, rather than
accidental, making the incident
criminal,” Escalante said.

The actress and her 19-year-
old passenger sustained “minor
injuries” in the alleged vehicular
assault and sought treatemnt by
themselves, police said.

The collision caused “moderate
damage” to Lohan’s car, but the
photographer was unhurt.

Ramirez was booked on a charge
of felony assault with a deadly
weapon, as well as an outstanding
5,000-dollar arrest warrant for
narcotic offences.

The snapper was held on 35,000
dollars’ bail, but it was unclear
whether he was still in custody
early Wednesday.

Actor Russell Crowe
was charged with assault and
criminal possession of a weapon
on Monday after throwing a
telephone at a hotel employee,
police and prosecutors said.

The  Oscar-winner, who
plays a boxer in his new
movie “Cinderella Man,” was
arrested early on Monday
and later released on his own
recognizance after being taken
in handcuffs to his arraignment
at Manhattan Criminal Court.

The assault charge carries a
maximum sentence of seven
years in prison, prosecutors said.
The weapon charge is linked to
Crowe’s use of the phone, they
added.

Police said the New Zealand-
born Crowe, 41, got into an
argument with the concierge at
the Mercer Street Hotel shortly
after 4 am. Crowe was upset
because he could not get a call
through to his wife in Australia.

Police said Crowe threw a
telephone at the  concierge,
identified by police as a 28-year-
old man, who was hit in the face
and suffered minor lacerations. The
concierge was taken to hospital
and released after treatment.

A spokeswoman for Crowe said
he had thrown the phone at a wall
and did not assault anyone.

Assistant  District  Attorney
Chad Sjoquist told Judge Martin
Murphy- during Monday’s hearing
that there were witnesses to the
incident. ,

Crowe’s lawyer, Gerald
Lefcourt, said the actor became
frustrated when he was unable to
get the call through, went to the
lobby and got into an argument
with the hotel worker.

“He (Crowe) has never been
arrested in this country,” Lefcourt
said. “He is very, very charitable,
a decent human being with an
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excellent background.”

Sjoquist told the judge that
Crowe had admitted to police
that he had thrown the phone,
but the actor’s publicist offered
a different account of the
incident.

“After asking the front desk
several times to replace a faulty
phone in his room ... Crowe
brought the phone down to
the front desk in an effort to
address the situation in person,”
publicist Robin Baum told the
TV show “Extra.”

“Words were exchanged and
Crowe wound up throwing
the phone against the wall. He
regrets that he lost his temper
but at no time did he assault
anyone.”

Crowe, wearing blue jeans,
a dark blue studded jacket and
aviator-style sunglasses, was
released without bail. He made
no comment as he moved past
hordes of media waiting outside
the courthouse before getting into
a waiting car.

He was ordered to return to
court on Sept. 14.

Cameron Diaz Takes On The Tabloids

Inquiring minds want to know

Just how angry is Cameron
Diaz over a National Enquirer
cover story that claimed she was
“caught cheating” on boyfriend-
of-two-years Justin Timberlake?
Angry enough that she’s filed a
$30 million-plus lawsuit against
the tabloid alleging slander, libel
and intentional and negligent
infliction of emotional distress.

Last month, the tab trumpeted
that it had “25 photos that will
shock you,” many of which
purported to show the leggy
blond A-lister engaging in “hot
kisses with married guy” Shane
Nickerson, a producer on her
MTYV environmental travel series,
“Trippin’.”

Despite the tab’s assertions
that these supposed “passionate”
smooches occurred “in broad
daylight” on a busy sidewalk,
the snaps, taken by shutterbug
Oscar Duran, showed little more
than some hugging -- definitely
no lip-on-lip action (or, as stated
in the article, no “making out big
time”).

Now, Diaz, along with
Nickerson and his mother-in-
law, have filed a joint lawsuit
in Los Angeles Superior Court
against the Enquirer, accusing
the magazine of “colluding with
a paparazzo and others to create
a fictional and fabricated story”

that has been “hugely profitable,”
according to court papers obtained
by Celebrity Justice. The suit also
names Duran and three Enquirer
reporters as defendants.

The documents assert “there
was no kissing or cheating”
between Diaz and Nickerson, who
is also suing for $30 million-plus,
and say that at the time the less-
than-incriminating  photographs
were taken they were engaged
in an “innocent, insignificant
and non-memorable occurrence
involving co-workers and
friends.” The documents say they
were accompanied by two other
people from “Trippin’,” who also
received “brief goodbye hugs”
from the actress.

Diaz and Nickerson -claim
their “personal and professional

relationships” have suffered from
the “sensationalistic, scandalous
and accusatory story.” Nickerson’s
mother-in-law, a schoolteacher,
cites the emotional distress she
suffered after an Enquirer reporter
allegedly pulled her out of her
classroom and “confronted her
with lies” (including asking how
she felt about her son-in-law
leaving his family for Diaz) that
left her “visibly distraught.”

Nickerson initially hit back at
the story in his blog, calling the
tabloid “shameful and evil” and
insisting his wife never doubted
his faithfulness.

“It’s such a ludicrous story that
there was never a moment from
her of ‘Is this true?’” Nickerson
says of his keeper of a spouse.

“In fact, I told my wife, ‘One
of the reasons this is so stupid is
because you know that if I was
hooking up with [Cameron] you’d
have been the first one I high-
fived.” She laughed because she
knows me.”

Fumed Diaz’s rep, “They have
intentionally tried to manipulate
the photographic images in such a
way that would support their false
and salacious story, when in fact
they do not ... There is absolutely
no romantic relationship between
them whatsoever, contrary to these
sad, mean-spirited attempts to
create drama where none exists.”

In a statement, the Enquirer
said in stands by the story and
“will defend it aggressively.”
